4 – Retford RUFC to Jockey Lane (Elkesley)  ---  3.5 miles
###### Now to walk through the golf course before crossing fields to Morton Grange farm ####
1. From the car park of the Rugby Club, exit by taking the lane that runs parallel to the rugby pitches, which will be on your left hand side. Walk along this quiet lane until you get to the far end of the 2nd rugby pitch. Once beyond there, you will see a footpath sign. Turn 90° left to walk along the footpath, which is bordered either side by concrete posts which once supported some sort of mesh fencing. After approx. 100m the path turns 90°right. Continue along this path, still guided by the concrete posts either side of you. After a further 85m, you come to the end of this path and a metal public footpath sign. Here turn 90° left to walk over the concrete bridge, which crosses over the railway lines. The railway line you see below you is the one that links Retford with Worksop and onwards to Sheffield.
2. Once across the bridge, you will see another metal footpath sign and a sign for the 10th Tee. Here continue straight ahead for a few metres before doing a quick right, left chicane by the tee, to walk along the well-marked track. You will see a yellow arrow on a yellow-topped post and have the golf course on either side of you. After a few metres, you come to a fork in the track. The right hand fork is the buggy track. Continue straight ahead as indicated by the yellow arrow on the yellow-topped post. As you wander along, you will come across a building on your left hand side with a green roof (at the time of recording). Here the track bears right, as indicated by the yellow arrow on the yellow-topped post. After a further 100m you have a choice of paths. Be careful here as there are 2 signposts of the metal variety. You want the second on one which is a little further along and to the right. Take the path to the right as indicated by the yellow topped post, where you will start to walk downhill. This is also the path for buggies and trolleys. The 11th hole is now on your immediate left.  It is quite an interesting hole, as it is an elevated tee, Par 3, where hitting down is quite a challenge when the canopy is on the trees, very pretty and it’s got a bunker, which once you’re in, you’ll find it hard to get out of. As you reach the bottom of the hill, continue following the track which bears firstly to the right, then after a few more metres, swings round to the left. Please be courteous to golfers who may be taking shots as we are on their territory. A few metres on from where the path swings round to the left you will see a yellow-topped post with an arrow encouraging you to go straight on. You will also see a metallised kissing gate on your left. Pass through this kissing gate and turn right to walk along the track. You have now left the golf course.

3. On reaching the metal gate, pass through and continue onto the wide track. Now you have hedgerow on your left and a wire fence on your right with open field beyond it. After approx. 500 metres, you come to a crossroads of paths and bridleways. Here turn 90° left to walk down a wide bridleway. You still have hedgerow on your left and barbed wire fencing on your right protecting the open field. As you wander down this lane, you come to the corner of the field with a hedgerow coming across from your right. Here pass through the hedgerow and continue on the path straight across the field. Once across this field, pass through the hedgerow and continue on the path across the next field bearing slightly right, heading towards a wood. Once across the field, enter the woodland by the side of the yellow-topped post, which now has blue arrows on it. After approx. 25 metres you need to turn 90° right as indicated by the wooden finger post with public bridleway written on it. Continue walking through the small copse for another 85 metres and you will come across another finger post with ‘Parish Paths Partnership’ written on it. Here turn 90° left to exit the woodland into a tarmacked area of a farm. You will see a relatively newly built bungalow on the left and farm buildings on the right. Be aware of farm vehicles that may be working in this area. As you continue along the tarmac you will see that the bungalow is larger than first thought and built in an ‘L’ shape.

#### Next section – Tarmacked lane and roads to CARAVAN UK on Jockey Lane ####
4. Once through the farm buildings you reach a junction with some cottages on your left. Here turn 90° left to walk along this tarmac road. Where, after approx. 60m the road swings 90° right. Turn right and stay on this track. For the next 800 metres you will be walking predominantly on metallised road surfaces. As you meander down this metallised track, it starts with a copse on your left hand side and open fields bordered by trees on your right. After a few hundred metres the copse ends and becomes hedgerow on your left. Continue along this track until eventually you reach the road. On approaching the road, you will pass by the end of the metal gate. There are some houses on your right-hand side. You have exited Morton Grange.
5. At the road, turn left. Walk along this metalised road for 800 metres until you reach the road junction of Old London Road and Jockey Lane. At this junction turn right to head towards Elkesley and Ollerton. Be careful on this road as it can be a rat run for traffic from the A1 to the outskirts of Ordsall and Retford and cars often travel at speed. After walking along Jockey Lane for approx. 720 metres, and just before the roundabout, you will see the entrance to Caravan UK. Go into the car park to meet the checkpoint.
This is checkpoint 4.
